4. Attend your admissions interview.

High school students who are motivated to 

become qualified pharmacists can take advantage 

of the School of Pharmacy Early Assurance 

Readiness Program (SPEAR). During the five-year 

program, committed students earn an Associate 

of Science in Health Science (Pre-Pharmacy), 

Bachelor of Science in Pharmaceutical Science, 

and Doctor of Pharmacy (PharmD).
